Day 1:
Introduce Project

· Provide an overview of the project by discussing the Process Contract.

· Assign groups and pass out Reading Packets for each group, or have students access Reading materials from the web site.

· Allow two to three days for students to read the packets and complete the Terms to Know Handout and the Response Questions Handout.

· Discuss how to write an Analytical Essay.  View Power Point Slide Show.  Students should keep this process in mind as they read the materials about their issue/country.

· HW:  Complete Reading Packets and Terms to Know Handout and Response Questions Handout (Due Day 3).

Day 2: Country Profiles

· Distribute Country Profile Handout.

· Allow one class period for students to access web resources in Step 2 to complete this assignment.  

· Collect Country Profile Handout at the end of the period.

Days 3 and 4: Library Research

· If you want students to work on research skills then add this part to your project.  

· Have each student research two additional articles that support his/her role’s point of view relating to the issue of their country.

· Use the Web Resource Links for each country provided in this web site.

· Students will complete the Additional Research Handout.
· Collect Reading Packet Terms to Know Handout and Response Questions Handout at the end of Day 3.
· Collect Additional Research Handout at the end of Day 4.
· HW:  Complete Analytical Essay Handout (Due Day 5)
Day 5: Student Seminar

· Allow one class period for students to share their roles and point of view with the rest of their group members.

· Follow Student Seminar Guidelines.

· HW:  Write Analytical Essay. (Due Day 6)
Day 6: Design Power Point Slide Show

· If your students are unfamiliar with how to use Microsoft PowerPoint then have the class complete the Tutorial.  This tutorial usually takes 20 – 30 minutes to complete.

· Follow Himalaya Summit Power Point Design Handout.

· Students will want to meet with their group to delegate responsibilities for creating the slide show.

· Collect and grade Analytical Essays.

Days 7- 10: Continue Designing Power Point Slide Shows

· To monitor student progress assign a Design Handout and a Narration Handout for this week.  This will help students stay on task and meet the dead line for the project.

· Collect Design Handouts on Day 8 and Narration Handouts on Day 10

· Another option for this project is to have students record their voices onto each slide.  

Day 11: Begin the Himalaya Summit – Kashmir Presentation

· Prepare name placards or name tags for each student/group.

· Have students sit with their group and arrange the room accordingly to best facilitate a Summit simulation format.

· Allow one class period per group presentation.

· You may want to encourage students to dress as their role on the day their group presents.  

· Follow the Summit Format for each day of presentations.
