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INDIA, NEPAL TO FIGHT MAOISTS TOGETHER 

 
Nepal and India have agreed to cooperate in controlling the Maoist activities along the border, official sources said. 

A meeting between Indian and Nepalese security officials at Siddharthanagar district decided that Indian security officials will help thwart untoward activities along the border areas to help Nepal conduct the November 13 mid-term poll smoothly, the sources said. The two sides also decided to resolve, in a coordinated manner, the exchange of criminals fleeing from one country to the other. 

Nine rebels killed 

At least nine Maoists were killed in separate encounters with security forces in Nepal, the Defence Ministry said today. Seven rebels were killed in Kanchanpur district during cross firing between security forces and rebels. Three area committee members, including two women rebels, were killed in Jhalari area of Kanchanpur district, the Ministry said, adding four other rebels were also killed in the district. 

In a separate encounter, an armed rebel was killed in Prangbung area of Panchthar district. A woman was shot dead as the Army opened fire at a group of people defying curfew in the Bhimgitthe area of Baglung district. During search operations, the security forces recovered 16 guns, bullets and other materials used by the rebels. — PTI 
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
